Measuring your window for a inside mount roman shade

Measure EXACT window opening size. DO NOT TAKE ANY DEDUCTIONS.
Width: Measure in 3 places (top, middle, and bottom) and use the NARROWEST measurement.

Measure in 3 places and use the TALLEST measurement

MEASURE WIDTH MEASURE HEIGHT
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* Measure Width at top, = Measure Height at center of opening

Allow 2 inches on each side of window for outside mounted shades.

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Instructions for fabricating a No Sew Roman Shade

There are several ways to make a roman shade and you will discover the method that works best for you.
It also depends on the fabric which method is best to use.

Measure the window to calculate amount of fabric needed
Example: Wi ndow 360 wiidenxS0edl wngh 1650 side hems and 40 ¢
Al l ow 1.50 double fold side hems = 30to each side for

Fabric i the best fabrics for roman shades are crisp, cotton, cotton blends, silk, and polyester. Avoid
upholstery fabrics with latex backing and soft limp fabrics for a flat roman. Limp fabrics work great for
other styles of shades.

Determine the width and length of the fabric needed to construct the size and style of the shade you wish
to make.

Important: The fabric must cut square or your shade will not hang straight.

You can pull a thread, use a T-square, or a table grid to make sure that your fabric is straight.

If your fabric is not wide enough you will need to seam it together. | suggest pattern matching and
seaming the fabric with Sealah Tape. Sewing can sometimes shorten the length at the seam which will
cause your shade to hang crooked.

Lining

Linings will be cut according to the size of your shade. Widths are seamed the same as the fabric widths.
Try to match the seams in the fabric and lining so they will line up and not show separately.
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Assemble the Roman Shade.

You will sew rings to the back of the shade to make it operational, either plastic or metal rings may be
We suggest the rings be stitched by hand through the layers for fabric. Be sure to pin the fabric toge!

Thedistance between rows of rings vertically will be determined by the size of folds the shade will hay
Typically, larger shades will have larger folds and smaller shades will have smaller folds. For Examg

Iron Rib Tape
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Ribs used in shades will help maintain the shade width. They will also prevent the dipping of the fabric
between the horizontal rows of rings when the shade is raised. The Rib Tape is iron on and the ribs are
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
